The Purpose of this document is to provide with clear expectations in order for you to be successful in Spanish I.

COURSE DESCRIPTION
Español II is a novice language course in which students will continue to develop the ability to communicate in Spanish by using the four areas of listening, speaking, reading, and writing through interpersonal, interpretative, and presentational communicative modes. Through this course students will also expand their understanding and knowledge of the Spanish language culture, connect with other disciplines, and become aware of the multilingual communities. To conclude, Spanish 2 attempts to help students expand their learning skills that can be useful for their upper Spanish courses as in their Spanish speaking situations.   

COURSE GOALS & OBJECTIVES

By the end if this course, students should be able to understand and uses short phrases and simple sentences in Spanish, read and comprehend material such as ads, instructions, and short literary texts. 

All activities and assessments are related to the 5 C’s of the National and Texas Standards:

CLASSROOM POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

1. You are important to me, I will greet you every day in Spanish. Please use your Spanish.

2. You are also important for all of us, please arrive on time to class.

3. Be seated in your assigned seat by the tardy bell. If not in the assigned seat, you will be marked absent, tardy, or late.

4. Students, who arrive 45 minutes after the bell has sounded, will be marked absent. Therefore, students who arrive late to class are expected to walk in with absolute discretion to avoid interruption.  

5. Be present: We need of your participation. That includes being mentally and physically present. PLEASE do not to put your heads down on your seat. If not feeling well, you can get a pass to the nurse. 

6. During class, electronic devices such as tablets and/or cell phones are allowed only as a learning device. Otherwise, please wait until after class to use it. Ear phones or head phones are strictly prohibited. I will honor school’s cell phone use policy with students who refuse to put phones or head phones away. 

7. Come prepare: Bring your own materials to class. If there are handouts on the table next to the entrance, please take one handout before you take seat. KEEP IT SAVED. I DO NOT PROVIDE EXTRA COPIES
8. Restroom pass cannot be used the first or last 15 minutes of class. Sign your name and time when you leave the classroom.
9. We will have gross motor activities such as walking, running, or dancing. Please follow directions. If you feel not well to perform this type of activities, please inform the teacher in advance.  
10. Whenever you miss a class, you will be responsible to visit my teacher website, contact a classmate to get your missing work, OR sign for any of my FIT sessions as soon as possible. 
11. Please make sure to clean your area before you leave the class.

I will speak in Spanish 95% of the class time. Meaning that the last five-ten minutes of the class is when we will clarify anything in English. Please be focused and always try your best.
